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1. PRESENTATION SPEECH

Local Initiatives Package presented on 26 February 2009 by the
Treasurer, Ms Katy Gallagher MLA

Mr Speaker, it is with great pleasure that | present the ‘Local Initiatives Package’ to the
ACT Community. The package delivers a modest program of additional capital projects,

and the pre-announcement of the 2009-10 Capital Upgrades program.

It is supported by the 3 Appropriation Bill for 2008-09 which | am presenting to the
Assembly today. The Bill provides additional investment in the buildings and the

facilities that are used to provide services to our community.

| also table in accordance with Section 13 of the Financial Management Act 1996, the
Supplementary Budget Papers. These Papers provide the detailed descriptions of all

items included in the Package and the associated Bill.

This package - almost $25 million over two years - contains a wide variety of works
targeted at areas where we consider, and have advice, there is emerging capacity in the
building and construction industry. The works proposed in this package will be delivered
locally by a range of trades - builders, plumbers, roofers, painters, electricians,

plasterers, landscape specialists, and so on.
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Through our discussions with industry over recent months, particularly the Master
Builders Association of the ACT, we know there is a degree of nervousness in the
construction and building industry — more so for small businesses — about what the
future holds. The global credit crisis and the slow down of the Australian economy
understandably present uncertainty. The package provides some vital confidence and

certainty to the industry.

Mr Speaker, this package is in addition to the already significant work that this
Government has announced and programmed into our budget. It comprises works that
are already at an advanced stage of procurement and/or design, or can be leveraged off

existing procurement contracts.

It complements the additional work announced by the Federal Government in its Nation
Building and Jobs Plan. That package, of which the Territory gets a $350 million share,
will have a positive impact on this city, both in terms of the additional or upgraded

facilities that it will provide, and the jobs that it will support.

Mr Speaker, the second important part of the Package announced today is the details of
the $44.3 million 2009-10 Capital Upgrades program. The program, which provides for
capital upgrades works to our existing asset base, would usually be included as part of
our annual budget process. However, we believe it prudent and responsible to
announce the projects and funding today, so that the industry can plan, resource and
respond with some certainty to the package of works to be rolled out in the next financial

year.
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Of course, Mr Speaker, the Capital Upgrades Program will be subject to the usual
Assembly scrutiny processes as part of the 2009-10 Budget. But this Government will,
however, be undertaking as much of the planning and design components as is possible,
so that we are ready to hit the “PROCEED” button as soon as the Budget is passed.
And Industry will know NOW where we will focus our capital upgrade effort for 2009-10,

so it too can plan its resources with a better degree of certainty.

[ now turn to some of the individual initiatives included in the Bill.

e We have allocated $7.6 million for a range of upgrade works at our schools,

including:
- $2.4 million for stage 1 of the replacement of stormwater and sewer pipes;
— $2 million for Roof Access Systems; and

— $3.2 million to enhance the Asbestos Removal Program.

e This work complements that which will be funded under the Commonwealth’s
Nation Building and Jobs Plan, and will cover both primary and secondary

schools.

e We are providing an additional $2.7 million to the CIT, allowing the Institute to
expedite a range of capital upgrades projects at its Reid, Bruce and Fyshwick

campuses to improve training facilities and amenities.

e We are providing $2.2 million for the Stormwater Augmentation program; $2.1
million for pavement and footpath upgrades; $500,000 for additional park signage
and road safety message signs; $400,000 for additional bill poster silos in the city
and district shopping centres; and $200,000 for the design and construction of a

performance stage at the Tuggeranong Town Park.
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e We are providing $750,000 for further works at the Canberra International
Arboretum and Gardens, $160,000 for a range of minor upgrades at Exhibition
Park in Canberra and bringing forward $300,000 to fast-track works at Stromlo

Forest Park.

e We are providing almost $900,000 for necessary minor works and upgrades at
The Canberra Hospital, including the Pharmacy Cool Room upgrade and
expansion of the Oncology Clinic and Cancer Services facilities, along with a

range of safety upgrades.

e \We have allocated $2.5 million towards a joint ACT/Commonwealth initiative to
reduce homelessness in the Territory. This is part of a National Partnership that
we have entered into with the Federal Government under the COAG reform
agenda. This funding will provide for the immediate purchase of 10 blocks of
land, accelerating the delivery of dwellings with tailored support to enable families

to sustain longer term tenancies in mainstream public housing.

e We are providing $415,000 for upgrades to a number of our arts, heritage and
cultural facilities. This includes the Manuka Arts Centre; the Canberra Theatre;

Lanyon Homestead, Calthorpe’s House and Mugga Mugga.

¢ In recognition of developments recently in the childcare sector, we are providing
$435,000 to progress the design of 2 new childcare centres in West Belconnen
and Weston Creek, along with essential preliminary planning and design works
for the renovation and extension of a number of childcare centres at other sites.
We have also provided $2.1 million for energy efficiency upgrades, renovations
and refurbishments to a number of community and childcare facilities across

Canberra.
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e And we are providing $1 million to undertake minor works to existing ESA
stations and sheds, including painting, carpentry, gates, fences, carports and the
like.

Mr Speaker, the package | announce today serves a number of purposes:

e it provides confidence to the local industry and allows it to plan ahead with some

certainty;
e it utilises the potential emergent capacity in the industry; and

e it gets the important works done now, rather than waiting until the next Budget or the
one after. Works that | have outlined earlier bring forward considerable benefits for

the community.

It is an important public statement of this Government’s commitment to the Territory’s
asset base and to supporting local jobs. | commend the Local Initiatives Package and

the 3@ Appropriation Bill to the Assembly.

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APPROPRIATION BILL 2008-2009 (No. 3)

The Appropriation Bill 2008-2009 (No. 3) is the mechanism for the appropriation of
additional moneys for the 2008-2009 financial year.

Under Section 58 of the Australian Capital Territory (Self-Government) Act 1988, public
money may not be issued or spent except as authorised by law. Under Section 6 of the
Financial Management Act 1996 (FMA), no payment of public money may be made unless it
IS in accordance with an appropriation. Section 8 of the FMA provides for separate
appropriations to be made under an Appropriation Act in respect of each department, territory
authority or territory-owned corporation. The Bill satisfies the provisions of each of these
Acts.

The Bill provides for appropriations to departments, territory authorities or territory-owned
corporations for:

(@) the provision of outputs;
(b) any capital injection; and

(c) any payments to be made on behalf of the Territory.

APPROPRIATION BILL 2008-2009 (No. 3)

Clause 1 cites the short title of the Act as being the Appropriation Act 2008-2009 (No. 3) as it
relates to the 2008-2009 financial year.

Clause 2 provides that the Act commences on the day after its notification day.

Clause 3 outlines that a note included in this Act is explanatory and is not part of this Act.

Clause 4 refers to the legislative basis for making appropriations.

Clause 5 deals with definitions for the purposes of the Bill.

Clause 6 deals with interpretation for the purposes of the Bill.

Clause 7 provides for the additional appropriations of $12.761 million for capital injection in
the 2008-2009 financial year.
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Clause 7(1) provides for additional capital injection of $0.251 million to the Legislative
Assembly Secretariat.

Clause 7(2) provides for additional capital injection of $0.8 million to the Chief Minister’s
Department.

Clause 7(3) provides for additional capital injection of $0.890 million to ACT Health.

Clause 7(4) provides for additional capital injection of $1.610 million to the Department of
Territory and Municipal Services.

Clause 7(5) provides for additional capital injection of $0.1 million to the ACT Planning and
Land Authority.

Clause 7(6) provides for additional capital injection of $1.185 million to the Department of
Disability, Housing and Community Services.

Clause 7(7) provides for additional capital injection of $2.5 million to Housing ACT.

Clause 7(8) provides for additional capital injection of $0.680 million to the Department of
Justice and Community Safety.

Clause 7(9) provides for additional capital injection of $1.8 million to the Department of
Education and Training.

Clause 7(10) provides for additional capital injection of $2.670 million to the Canberra
Institute of Technology.

Clause 7(11) provides for additional capital injection of $0.160 million to the Exhibition Park
Corporation.

Clause 7(12) provides for additional capital injection of $0.115 million to the Cultural
Facilities Corporation.

Clause 8 identifies, in accordance with the FMA, appropriation units, classes of outputs for
the purposes of the Bill.
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Clause 8(1) identifies classes of outputs as specified in Schedule 1.

Clause 8(2) identifies the classes of outputs, including groups of such output classes,
corresponding to the appropriation units specified in Schedule 1.

Clause 9 declares that all capital injection appropriations listed in Section 7 are for, or partly
for, the net cost of purchasing or developing assets.

Schedule 1 of the Bill details the appropriation units and, output classes of each department
and authority listed in Clause 7.
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
