This commitment involves doubling funding for nurse led walk-in centres. The recurrent cost of
the existing Walk-in Centre is just under $2.2 million per annum. This budget funds more than 10
FTE nursing staff (3.3 FTE Nurse Practitioners and 7 FTE Advanced Practice Nurses), 3.5 FTE
reception staff and consumables. A similar staffing mix will be employed to enable Walk-in
Centres to open in Belconnen and Tuggeranong. Some additional funds per.annum have heen
allocated to cover any additional expenses that may result from any variations to the current
model. A full year effect may not be required in 2013-14 depending on the implementation date
for the service, :

Up to $5 million in capital funding has been allocated to fit out an area within the Belconnen
Enhanced Community Health Centre and for the fit out associated with the Tuggeranong site,

which is yet to be finalised.
