e Stage 1 provides an overview assessment and ldentlfles the key characteristics of the
roadmap and

e Stage 2 provides a detailed investigation and recommendations

Hill Michael estimates that Stage 1 would take 30 days and cost approximately $37,600 (excl. GST)
to conduct whilst Stage 2 would take 50 working days and cost $125,000 (excl. GST). This comes
to a total cost of $162,600. We have allocated $170,000 in funding for this initiative to allow for
indexation and any additional costs.
