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BUDGET CONSULTATION (SUBMISSION ACKNOWLEDGEMENT)

The 2012-13 Budget consultation process was launched on 9 December 2011, encouraging
interested community and business groups, unions and individual Canberrans to share their
views and suggestions on how the ACT Government’s resources are allocated, where
services could be enhanced, and where possible efficiencies could be made.

Views and suggestions provided by the community
were also used to inform decision making, drawing on the knowledge and experiences of
users and providers of government services.
