- guidelines for officers conducting assessments of financial assvstance
applications that acknowledge, and give consideration to, the likelihood
that applicants will not have effective legal representation, are
consistent with the beneficial nature and intent of the legislation, and are
consistent with the Territory’s obligations to act as a ‘model litigant’.”
