(1) The inclusion of community engagement and
investment criteria in the pre-qualification process

This would mean that bidders who fulfil all mandatory
criteria and can offer community engagement and/or
investment opportunities would be favoured over bidders
who offer no opportunities for the community.

(2) 20MW of the large-scale FiT set aside for community-
owned projects with a minimum size of 30kW.

To reduce the pressure on ActewAGL, community groups
would be free to apply for a share of this tranche at any
time, rather than it being released by reverse auction.
