To address all of the criteria outlined above, it is estimated that each plan would comprise an 8-
page tabular form. Experts consulted suggested that this work would be best completed by
external contractors coordinated by a staff member in TAMS, hence the inclusion of a staff
coordination budget above. It is proposed that the TAMS staff member would chair a stakeholder
working group who would advise the contractors. Given the extent of coordination work required,
staffing costs for a 0.5 FTE for 12 months have been allocated. '

Based on consultation with ecologists and resource managers, we anticipate that each plan would
cost around $2000 to develop, assuming a template for each is developed.* Given plans for 26
reserves will be required,” this will amount to a total cost of $52,000. Experts advise that a further
$39,000 would be needed for mapping, coordination and consultation.?

The salary cost listed is based on the TAMS Directorate Enterprise Agreement 2011-13, which
states that a General Service Officer Level 9 is paid $69,377 per annum from 1 July 2012.
‘Additional costs have been added to this base costing based on the ACT Government Standard
Costing Parameters 2012. These are:

e Superannuation of 9% (page 4);

e  Workers compensation of 1.5% (page 8);

Accrued benefits of 4% (page 4); ,
Administrative On-Costs of $17,027 (indexed by CPI of 2.5% from 2013-14);
e General cost escalator for the staff of 3% per annum (page 6).
