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Adult average weekly ordinary time earnings increased in the six months to November 2023
The adult average weekly ordinary time earnings (AWOTE) increased by 2.0 per cent in the ACT in the six months to November 2023, following a 1.2per cent rise in the six months to May 2023, in trend terms. The ACT’s AWOTE of $2,076.7 remains the second highest among jurisdictions, reflecting the high level of earnings in the Territory’s public sector. Through the year, AWOTE in the ACT grew by 3.3 per cent. 
Nationally, in seasonally adjusted terms, AWOTE increased by 2.8 per cent over the six months to November 2023, following a 1.7 per cent rise in the six months to May 2023. The ABS noted that the average earnings growth was supported by increases in both the private sector, which rose by 4.4 per cent, and public sector, up by 4.9 per cent. Through the year, AWOTE grew by 4.5 per cent.
